Rockwood Park was initially
established around Lily Lake
during the late 19th century.

Rockwood Park ... Saint John's
best kept secret is a haven for
budding botanists, golfers, hikers,
walkers, skaters, swimmers, joggers,
bird-watchers, animal lovers, cross
country skiers, berry pickers and
all-round happy campers.

The park encompasses 890
hectares of upland Acadian mixed
forest, many hills and several caves,
as well as several freshwater lakes,
with an extensive trail network,
a golf course and the city’s zoo.
The park was designed by
Calvert Vaux, one of the designers
of New York City’s Central Park,
in the mid-1800s.

In 1903, 10 years after the first
Ferris wheel appeared at the
Chicago world’s fair, there was
one operating at Rockwood's
amusement park, which has since
been dismantled.

For over a century, Saint Johners and
visitors have enjoyed Lily Lake and
Rockwood Park--the largest urban
park in Canada.

The most recent Lily Lake Pavilion was
constructed in the early 1950s and
was operated by the Saint John
Horticultural Association (SJHA) for
more than 40 years. In fact, it was the
efforts of the Horticultural Association
which led to the official establishment
of Rockwood Park in 1894.

Fast forward a full century to the year
2000 when the SJHA began spear-
heading the current restoration proj-
ect. The Association formed a com-
mittee and backed a proposal from
the Saint John Labour Council's
Hatheway Trust to form a strategic
partnership for the revitalization and
long-term operation of the pavilion.
